FOURTH MEETING OF

ONTARIO CITIZENS’ ASSEMBLY ON ELECTORAL REFORM

TORONTO –   Citizens’ Assembly members are in Toronto on October 28th and 29th for the fourth meeting of their Learning Phase.
Members are participating in a rigorous learning program led by Dr. Jonathan Rose, professor of political studies at Queen’s University. 
During this weekend’s sessions, open to media and the public, Assembly members will learn about proportional and mixed electoral systems. 

The Learning Phase will provide members with a solid knowledge base to prepare them for consultations with the public which begin in less than a month. Members of the public can now send written comments to the Assembly and register to make a presentation at a consultation meeting by visiting the Citizens’ Assembly website at www.citizensassembly.gov.on.ca or by calling 1-866-317-3208.

Based on what the Assembly learns and what it hears from fellow Ontarians, it will recommend whether Ontario should keep its current electoral system or change to a new one.  

If the Assembly recommends an alternative electoral system for the province, the Ontario government will hold a referendum on that alternative by the next provincial election on October 4, 2007.
